DATA SHARING AGREEMENT
ACCESS TO SLEDS LEVEL 3 DATA AND SECURED REPORTS
Pursuant to the Enrollment Data Sharing Agreement
Between and Minnesota State Colleges and Universities

This Agreement is entered into by Minnesota State Colleges and Universities system
(Minnesota State) and (The Institution) to share data
from the Minnesota Statewide Longitudinal Education Data System (SLEDS) via SLEDS
Postsecondary Data Mart on the SLEDS Secured Reports section of the Minnesota Department
of Education’s website. This Amendment is governed by the terms and conditions of the Master
Agreement by and between Minnesota State and the Minnesota Office of Higher Education,
dated November 2, 2016 (Attachment 1). It governs sharing of data from SLEDS.

The effective dates of the Amendment shall be upon the date of execution
by the Institution to June 30, 2021.

2. Access to SLEDS Level 3 Reports. The SLEDS Data Access and Management Policy
allows for access for Level 3 partner data providers to SLEDS de-identified data and secured
reports consistent with best practices, state and federal law. The Institution qualifies as a Level
3 partner data provider. Suppression rules must be utilized by the researcher in production of
public reports.

For de-identified data and secured reports developed by the Minnesota Office of Higher
Education for SLEDS Level 3 users, the following individual is designated as an approved user
of «Institution» for purposes of accessing SLEDS Level 3 reports under this Amendment.
