The Data

Data reported shows that studying abroad is safe for the overwhelming majority of Minnesota students. As both a
percentage and count, very few study abroad participants experience a health or safety incident. Out of 9,314 study
abroad participants in the 2018-19 academic year, only 43 were involved in an incident.

Over the five years of data collected to date (2015-2019), 0.32 percent of participants (123 out of 38,377 students) were
involved in any type of incident. Over the same time period the highest number of incidents (hospitalizations) reported
by a single college is 20. The rate of incidents is slightly higher (78 %) among participants in programs not taught by
faculty of the home university.

Details of Incidents

All reported incidents to date were hospitalizations; no deaths were reported. For the period 2015-2019, with 123
incidents reported, the most-frequent known causes of hospitalization were gastrointestinal illnesses or bacterial/viral
infections. Other hospitalizations with a known cause were the result of physical injury, rashes, animal bites,
psychological illness, parasitic infections, urological conditions, respiratory illness, seizures, and dental conditions.

Locations of Incidents

While incidents involving study abroad participants occur on every continent, the majority of incidents occurred in
Europe (43 percent) and South America (18 percent). Europe had the largest concentration of study abroad participants
in 2018-19.

Any individual materially and negatively affected by the 6th edition of the Standards will have the opportunity to
appeal to the Standards Manager in writing during that time.
